Re: Proposal for variation to the admissions arrangements for September 2021 
As Chair of Governors, I write to notify you that by governor’s decision, the Governing Body of Yarmouth CE Primary school have proposed a variation be made to the admissions arrangements for admission to Year R in September 2021, in respect of the school’s parish map and the inclusion of an additional category.
 
The variation is requested for September 2021 and there will be a consultation to establish a similar policy for 2022: We propose to utilise the Diocesan maps for the parishes that define our catchment areas and introduce a criterion that offers priority to children in Freshwater and Totland Parishes. The first two criteria will be looked after children and ‘medical/psychological’ and they will be followed by the two criteria below if our proposal is accepted.
3. A child living in the Yarmouth Parish catchment area of The School: (see Definition C)

(i) A child or a child with a parent/carer who is an active member of a Christian church included in the list of Christian churches (see Definition C) and who requests admission on denominational grounds and provides relevant evidence. (see Definition D) 

(ii) Children who at the time of application have a sibling (see Definitions E) on the roll of The School.

(iii) Other children living in the Yarmouth Parish catchment area of The School.

4. A child living in the Freshwater and Totland Parishes catchment area of The School: (see Definition C)

(i) A child or a child with a parent/carer who is an active member of a Christian church included in the list of Christian churches (see Definition C) and who requests admission on denominational grounds and provides relevant evidence. (see Definition D) 

(ii) Children who at the time of application have a sibling (see Definitions E) on the roll of The School.

(iii) Other children living in the Freshwater and Totland catchment area of The School.
