Evaluation

The Sports funding last year proved to be beneficial to both schools. It enabled a wider range of sports to be accessed by more pupils. This included Pupil Premium children, who were provided with the kits and access arrangements, to participate in out-of-school activities.

The schools were both successful in the Sportsmarks – achieving GOLD – two of the smallest schools on the Island to achieve this. 
More staff are becoming more involved to offer and support the PE Lead with the provision of sports. This in turn has provided a higher percentage of good – high quality PE lessons.
